LESSON PLANS

To the Parent / Tutor:

This year, the student will learn about what scientists sometimes call “the scientific way.”
The scientific way begins with the question, “Why?” and continues from there on a path of
- discovery and even invention. Understanding the scientific way correctly can help young people
form a proper outlook on science in general, and, particularly, on how science can be used for the
Greater Glory of God. After all, Almighty God placed the entire world at our disposal, to be used
and managed as a loving custodian should use and manage something which is made available to
him for his benefit, but which is properly that of another. This is God’s World, and He allows us to
use His creation for our benefit and comfort, as long as we are exercising our custody as God would
want us to. And how do we know whether we are living according to God’s plan for us and His
creation? We have only to look to Holy Mother Church for guidance.

It is for this reason, then, that Our Lady of Victory School has re-introduced a series of
Catholic textbooks into our science curriculum throughout our program. No matter how good-
willed the non-Catholic is, and no matter how colorful and interesting his textbooks may be,
nothing can take the place of a Catholic text -- which necessarily stresses the viewing of science,
and all that is organized and discovered through science, to be intimately connected with the
teachings of the Holy Roman Catholic Church.
